Definition and

statistics
Gender-based violence refers to harmful
acts directed at individuals based on their
gender, often targeting women and girls.
This includes physical, emotional, sexual,
and economic abuse.

 about 1 in 3 (30%) of women worldwide
have been subjected to  partner violence
38% of all murders of women are
committed by intimate partners
GBV is a global issue, affecting
communities across all socioeconomic
and cultural backgrounds.



Health

consequences

 Such violence can:
Have fatal outcomes like homicide or
suicide.
Lead to injuries, with 42% of women who
experience intimate partner violence
reporting an injury as a consequence of
this violence.
Lead to unintended pregnancies, and
sexually transmitted infections,
including HIV. 
Intimate partner violence in pregnancy
also increases the likelihood of
miscarriage, stillbirth, pre-term delivery
and low birth weight babies. 
These forms of violence can lead to
depression, post-traumatic stress and
other anxiety disorders, sleep
difficulties, eating disorders, and suicide
attempts.  



Forms of Gender-

based Violence

 Physical Violence: Abuse causing bodily
harm.
Sexual Violence: Non-consensual sexual
acts.
Psychological Abuse: Intimidation,
threats, and emotional manipulation.
Economic Abuse: Control over financial
resources, employment, etc.
